A Comparison of Transfer and Native Sophomore
Enrollment Patterns and Completion Status
1995,1996 and 1997 Cohorts

This report compares
 enrollment patterns and degree completion status of transfer and native sophomores in three cohorts: Fall 1995, Fall 1996 and Fall 1997.  “Native” sophomores are those who began their studies at PSU as freshmen and became sophomores beginning in the summer or fall of their cohort year.  “Transfer” sophomores are those who transferred to PSU beginning in the fall of their cohort year.  On average, transfer sophomores outnumber native sophomores by almost three to one (see Table 1).

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As shown in Figure 1, transfer and native sophomores comprise approximately 50% of the entire sophomore class.  Other sophomore students might transfer to PSU during their freshman year or achieve sophomore status prior to the summer of the cohort years.  This report focuses on native and transfer sophomores and excludes other sophomores from further analysis.  

Executive Summary

Enrollment Patterns.  In all three cohorts, a majority of native sophomores were continuously enrolled until the second fall.  In contrast, less than two-thirds of transfer sophomores were continuously enrolled.  More transfer sophomores than native sophomores were likely to drop out by the second fall term.

Completions Patterns.  Native sophomores were more likely than transfer sophomores to graduate within 5 years.  Transfer sophomores were more likely than native sophomores to drop out by the fifth year.  Few native or transfer students continued to enroll by the fifth year.  These patterns were similar in all three cohorts.  

Academic Background.  Most native sophomores came to PSU from Oregon high schools.  Most transfer sophomores came from Oregon community colleges and other higher education institutions in Oregon and across the U.S.  Average high school GPAs were slightly higher for native sophomores compared to transfer sophomores.  The mean standardized test scores for native and transfer sophomores were similar in each cohort.

Student Characteristics.  Native and transfer sophomores were generally similar in gender and ethnicity, although slightly more women and ethnic minority students are native than transfer sophomores.  On average, native students were four years younger than transfer students.  Native sophomores were more likely than transfers to enroll full-time during their first term.  

Academic Progress.  Native and transfer sophomores advanced through class levels in similar proportions, although transfer sophomores became seniors sooner than native sophomores did.  Most sophomores, regardless of their transfer/native status, maintained good academic standing, however, transfer sophomores were more likely to receive academic dismissals after the first fall term.  In general, native sophomores took slightly more credit hours each term and earned slightly higher average GPAs than transfer sophomores did.

Enrolled, Stop, and Drop Rates by the 2nd Fall

Three definitions were employed to compare first-year enrollment patterns for native and transfer sophomores:  
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“Enroll” status is defined as continuous enrollment for three terms after the initial fall term as a sophomore (excluding summer terms).  

· “Stop” status is defined as at least one term but fewer than three terms of enrollment after the initial fall term as a sophomore (excluding summer terms). 

·  “Drop” status is defined as no enrollment in any of the three terms after the initial fall term as a sophomore (excluding summer). 
The three cohorts were similar with regard to the frequency of enroll, stop, and drop behavior.  As shown in Figure 2, native sophomores were more likely than transfer sophomores to continuously enroll.  Transfer sophomores were more likely than native sophomores to stop or to drop out by the second fall term.
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Graduated, Retained, and Drop-out Rates

Three definitions were employed to compare fifth-year completion patterns for native and transfer sophomores:  

· “Graduated” status is defined as completion of at least one degree within five years of admission to PSU.  

· “Enrolled” status is defined as at least one term of enrollment during their fifth year (excluding summer term), but no degree completion within five years.  

· “Dropout” status is defined as no enrollment during their fifth year (excluding summer term) and no degree completion within five years. 
The three cohorts were similar with regard to the frequency of completion behavior.  As shown in Figure 3, native sophomores were more likely than transfer sophomores to graduate.  Transfer sophomores were more likely than native sophomores to drop out.  Only a small proportion of native and transfer sophomores continued to enroll at PSU in the fifth year.

Educational Source.  The educational sources of sophomores were similar in the three cohorts.  Native sophomores came primarily from Oregon high schools (80% - 88%).  About half of transfer sophomores came from Oregon community colleges (48% - 51%).  The other main educational sources of transfer sophomores included Oregon University System institutions (12% in all cohorts) and U.S. institutions outside of Oregon (30% - 32%).  

High School GPA.  Native sophomores had higher mean high school GPAs than transfer sophomores, however, the difference between native and transfer sophomores was slightly smaller in the 1997 cohort.  As shown in Figure 4, the average native sophomore in all three cohorts had about a B+ average in high school.  The average transfer sophomore from the 1995 and 1996 cohorts had a B- average, whereas the average 1997 transfer sophomore had a B average.  These comparison should be interpreted cautiously because both native and transfer sophomores had intervening educational experiences between high school and the first fall of their sophomore year at PSU.  

Standardized Test Scores.  The majority of native sophomores reported standardized test scores, whereas the majority of transfer sophomores did not.  Eighty-eight percent of native sophomores reported SAT scores and 12% reported ACT scores (based on the average of the three cohorts).  In contrast, only 6% of transfer sophomores reported SAT scores and 1% reported ACT scores (also based on the average of the three cohorts).  As a result, differences in average SAT test scores should be regarded with caution.  For each cohort, math and verbal SAT scores were similar for native and transfer sophomores.  Mean math SAT scores ranged from 502.56 to 534.05 across cohorts and mean verbal scores ranged from 428.31 to 520.69.  Comparisons based on ACT scores are inappropriate due to the small number of scores available.  

Student Characteristics

Gender.  In the 1995 cohort, similar proportions of women and men were native (i.e., 52% were women) or transfer sophomores (i.e., 56% were women).  In the 1996 and 1997 cohorts, the proportions were also similar; however, slightly more women were native sophomores (61% and 57% respectively) than transfer sophomores (55% and 51% respectively).  

Age.  The majority of native sophomores in each cohort were 19 years of age (52% - 61%), whereas the majority of transfer sophomores were between 20 and 25 years of age (67% - 70%).  On average, transfer sophomores were approximately 24 years of age and 4 years older than native sophomores in each cohort.  
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Ethnicity.  Students representing ethnic minorities were somewhat more likely to be native sophomores (24% - 27%) than transfer sophomores (18% - 22%) in all three cohorts.  Similar proportions of white students were native (63% to 70%) and transfer (68% to 70%) sophomores for each cohort.

Full-time/Part-time Enrollment Status.  As shown in Figure 5, almost all native sophomores were enrolled full-time during their first term as sophomores at PSU, whereas less than three fourths of transfer sophomores were full-time.  After four years (i.e., by the fifth fall term), the proportions of both native (41% - 57%) and transfer (41% - 56%) sophomores enrolled full-time were smaller and more similar to each other in each cohort.
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Academic Progress

Class Level.  In all three cohorts, the majority of native (70% - 74%) and transfer (71% - 74%) sophomores became juniors by the second fall term.  In the second year, transfer sophomores became seniors sooner than native sophomores did, as shown in Figure 6.  By the third fall term, however, the proportions of native (62% - 64%) and transfer (64% - 68%) sophomores who had become seniors were once again similar.

Academic Standing.  Most native and transfer sophomores (85% – 100%) maintained good academic standing every term in all three cohorts.  Although the proportions in good standing were similar for transfer and native students, transfer sophomores were more likely to receive academic dismissal after the first fall term (4% - 9% for transfer sophomores compared to < 1% of native sophomores).  In addition, native sophomores in each cohort were slightly more likely than transfer sophomores to maintain good academic standing through their third year (i.e., through the fourth winter term).  After the third year, no discernable pattern existed.  

Student Credit Hours.  Native sophomores in the 1995 cohort took slightly more credits every term than transfer sophomores did.  (Over five years, native sophomores took an average of 1.50 more credit hours per term than transfer sophomores did.)  The pattern was similar in the 1996 cohort; however, after four years (i.e., by the fifth fall term), transfer sophomores were taking slightly more credit hours on average than native sophomores.  (The mean difference was 1.73 credit hours per term.)  In the 1997 cohort, native sophomores took more credits than transfer sophomores did every term (mean difference of 1.01 credits) with the exception of the 4th spring term when transfer sophomores took and average of 0.87 credit hours more than native sophomores did.  

In all three cohorts, transfer sophomores had, on average, more cumulative credit hours (i.e., the sum of their total PSU hours and total transfer hours) than native sophomores had until their third year.  During the third year, native sophomores’ cumulative credit hours surpassed transfer sophomores’ cumulative credit hours.

PSU GPA.  In the first three years, average term and cumulative GPAs were slightly, but consistently, higher for native sophomores than for transfer sophomores.  The average letter grade for both native and transfer sophomores most terms was B; native sophomores were slightly more likely to have an average letter grade of B+ and transfer sophomores were slightly more likely to have an average letter grade of B-.  After the third year, no discernable pattern existed, although average cumulative GPAs, in general, continued to be slightly higher for native sophomores.
